Masculine head without being coarse in any way. Well-constructed straight front and good 

rear angulation. Plenty of length to neck and correct topline. Lovely bone and feet. Moved 

very soundly. BOB. Pleased to see him go Reserve Best in Show.

Breed: Retriever (Flat Coated)
